Horbachevsky Ternopil State Medical University represented by the Rector, Professor Leonid Yakymovych Kovalchuk, who acts on the basis of the Statutes of Educational Institution (Statute), hereinafter referred to as the Executor (or the University), and  Mr/Ms__________________________________________________________________________

hereinafter referred to as the Customer (or the International Student) agreed to the following:

1.  Subject of the Agreement

The Executor undertakes the responsibility to train the International Student 
Mr/Ms ________________________________________________________ citizen of ___________________ at Faculty of _________________________for a specialization in _______________________________________________________, according to the Statute at the expense of the Customer (the International Student).

Mr/Ms _______________________________________________________ is admitted to the University on a contractual basis within the licensed limit and has to cover the costs of his/her training by himself/ herself.
2.  Responsibilities of the Executor (the UNIVERSITY)

With the aim of discharge of the Subject of the Agreement  the Executor undertakes:

2.1.  To provide to the Customer (International Student) an educational service on the level of state standards, to provide training of the Student in _____________________ language according to the full curriculum of the faculty of the University for receiving _______________________________qualification. The University retains the right, in case of necessity, to alter certain elements of the curriculum on condition that these alterations do not produce a negative effect on the final result of the training.

2.2.  To ensure observance of the rights of the participants of the educational process according to the legislation of Ukraine.  

2.3.  To issue to the Customer a standard document established by the Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine verifying their education.

2.4.  To inform the Customer about the rules and requirements of organizing the delivery of the educational service, its quality and content, and about the rights and obligations of the parties during the delivering and receiving of such services.

2.5.  To grant the Customer equality with Ukrainian students the rights to use the reading hall, the library, and the sports and culture facilities.

2.6. To provide medical service to the International Student free of charge at the medical station of the University. In the inpatient and outpatient health care facilities of Ukraine, medical aid is provided according to Article 10 of the Law of Ukraine "On the Legal Status of Foreigners".

2.7.  To provide the necessary conditions for the studying and living of International Students in Ukraine within the framework of this Agreement.

The University guarantees to provide to each International Student a place in a student hostel room accommodating 2 or 3 students. The rent is stipulated by a corresponding Agreement. In case of violations of the Hostel Internal Regulations the student is subject to eviction from the hostel, without being provided any other accommodation by the University. In case of termination of this Agreement, the right for placement in a hostel is nullified.

2.8. To give assistance in receiving entry-exit visas to the home country and for travels within the territory of Ukraine in the way stipulated by Ukrainian legislation.

2.9. The University does not cover the travel expenses of International Students incurred during their travels abroad, to their home countries, or for their personal travels in Ukraine; nor does it accept any obligations connected with the arrival, departure, and staying of the International Students’ families in Ukraine.

2.10.The University does not accept any responsibility for liabilities incurred by the International Student to any other third party.

2.11. In the case of pre-term invalidation of this Agreement (whatever the reasons of such invalidation may be) resulting in the failure to provide the educational service  to the Customer, to   refund the part of sum that was paid by the Customer as a pre-payment for providing of the educational service.

3. Obligations of the Customer (International Student)

3.1 To submit to the Rector’s Office of the University the following documents, required for considering his/her enrolment to the University:

1) Invitation to study;

2) Notarised copy of the certificate of education with complete listing of courses and grades attained;  

3) Health certificate, confirming the non-presence of HIV infection;

4) Medical certificate of health condition authorized by an official health care agency in the candidate's country of residence; 

5) Personal application form;

6) Notarised copy of the birth certificate;

7) 6 photos (size 6 x 4 cm);

8) National passport (submitted personally);

9) Certificate of preparatory course completion (for international students wishing to receive training in Ukrainian/Russian language).

3.2.  To make payment for the received educational service in due time in the amount and within the dates stipulated by the Agreement.

3.3.  To obey the Constitution and the laws of Ukraine, to keep to the Rules of  Living and Moving of Foreigners within the Territory of Ukraine and to meet the requirements of the Regulations of Training Foreign Students in Ukraine. The Customer agrees to obey the requirements of the Statute of the University, and the University’s Internal Rules and Regulations.

3.4.  To cover the expenses connected with changing his or her speciality.

4.  Fees for Delivering an Educational Service and Payment Procedure

4.1. The tuition fee for the entire period of training is quoted by the University and is firm. Corrections to the fee for delivering an educational service are possible considering the officially determined inflation rate for the calendar year preceding the year of signing this Agreement. 

4.2. The total fee for the educational service per one year is:

4.3. The International Student is to transfer to the settlement account of the University the tuition fee for the first year of studying in the amount  equivalent to the yearly tuition fee of ___________________________________________________________________ hryvhynas. The payment is made while submitting the documents.  
The expenses of transferring the money to the settlement account of the University are not included in the tuition fee.

The order for admitting the International student to the University is released after paying the sum due.

4.4.  The payments for  training starting from the second year of study are made either per one academic year or per one semester, not later than September 15 (for the first semester or the entire academic year) and not later than February 1 (for the second semester) of the current year.

5.  Responsibilities of the Parties for the Default or Inappropriate Execution of the Obligations

5.1. In the case of the default or inappropriate fulfilment of the contractual obligation of this Agreement, the parties bear responsibility in accordance with the legislation of Ukraine. 

5.2. The University is not responsible for liabilities to other parties connected with students life, health and property insurance during the entire period of duration of the agreement.

5.3.  The International Student is to pay for all additional expenses and services which will be incurred by the University, and which are not stipulated by the Agreement.

5.4.  The International Student is obligated to purchase an insurance policy for foreign citizens emergency medical care.

5.5.  Both Parties bear the obligation to take all appropriate measures for preserving commercial secrets, the revealing of which may do harm to the interests of  both Parties.

5.6.  The Parties will take all possible measures to settle amicably any disputes or differences by means of bilateral negotiations.

5.7.  The Parties are released from their responsibility for partial or complete non-execution of their liabilities under the Agreement should this non-execution  be caused by the force majeure circumstances, which emerged after signing the Agreement as a result of extraordinary events, which is confirmed by corresponding governmental institutions of the Parties.

6. The Duration of Effect and Conditions of Termination of the Agreement

6.1.  The present Agreement becomes effective from the moment of its signing by the parties and is effective from ___________________  200_  to __________________ 200_  .

6.2.  This Agreement is considered valid for a period not to exceed seven days after the date of issuing a Diploma to the student by the University.

6.3. After signing the Agreement, all preliminary discussions and correspondence are null and void.

6.4. The Agreement is invalidated:

· upon the mutual consent of the parties;

· in case of the expulsion of the International Student (Customer), a natural person, from the educational institution in accordance with the law;

· upon the verdict of the court in case of violation or non-execution of conditions of the Agreement;

· non-fulfilment of the financial obligations under the Agreement;

· non-compliance of the International Student's health condition to the existing medical requirements.

 The fulfilment of contractual obligations is suspended for the entire period of an academic leave in case such leave is granted to the International Student (Customer) in accordance with the legislation.

6.4.  Any alterations or amendments to this Agreement shall be valid only if they are made in written form and duly signed by both parties.

6.5.  This Agreement is made in two copies, each in ________________________________   _____________________________. The parties sign each copy. The copies are equally authentic and are kept by the University and the International Student.

6.7.  The University is not liable by its property and assets for any personal liabilities of the International Student.

6.8.  All taxes, dues, and bank commissions, deducted outside Ukraine, are covered at the International student's expense.

6.9.  The International Student has been provided with clarification of the content of all provisions of the Agreement and he or she does not have any questions as to this content.
